• Set, administer and mark internal examinations 
• Develop and use instructional materials 
• Carry out continuous assessment and evaluation of learner’s performance 
• Keep and maintain class records 
• Guide and counsel learners 
• Serve as a class teacher, if assigned by the School Administration 
• Any other responsibility/task assigned by Head teacher 

 
Qualifications 

• Minimum of Grade III certificate in Primary Education 
• Registration with Uganda Ministry of Education and Sports (MoES) 
• Applicants should be highly motivated individuals willing to work in a refugee settlement 
• Minimum 3 years’ experience as teacher at a primary school 
• Letter of recommendation detailing good conduct (no criminal activity including protection violations) 

from former employer or LC authority or RWC 

 
Note: Applicants must have no history of violation of children’s rights or of child abuse  
and sexual exploitation of any kind.
